Dear Excellencies:

We wish to express our deep concern for the safety and potential arrest of the Most
Venerable Thich Huyen Quang, Patriarch of the banned Unified Buddhist Church of Vietnam
and his deputy, Venerable Thich Quang Do. Media reports indicate that security police near Nha
Trang detained a UBCV convoy carrying these two leaders on October 9, 2003, a day after a
standoff outside Nguyen Thieu pagoda in Binh Dinh. Although recent reports suggest the
standoff has abated, we understand that the Patriarch and his Deputy may once again be facing
house arrest.

Just six months ago, your government released the Venerable Thich Huyen Quang after
twenty years of house arrest. We are concerned that your government has not truly returned the
Patriarch’s freedom, but has instead continued to restrain his movement and activities. Similarly,
Venerable Thich Quang Do was released from house arrest in late June only to be harassed and
detained again as indicated by various international press agencies. Media reports also suggest
that in this latest incident, the two monks were simply holding a meeting with other Buddhist
clergy and laity, not committing a crime. As you may know, both of these men have been
nominated for the Nobel Peace Prize by U.S. Members of Congress and are widely respected for
their compassion and dedication to the advancement of human freedom.

The apparent restrictions placed on the UBCV monks are unfortunate and heavy-handed
actions in light of the reception Thich Huyen Quang was given in April 2003 by the Prime
Minister Phan Van Kai. The Venerable Thich Huyen Quang has stated that at that time, the
Prime Minister assured him that his detention and that of Thich Quang Do were mistakes made
by local officials and would soon be rectified. Unfortunately, these promises appear to be
unfulfilled. This latest incident again confirms the glaring lack of religious freedom in Vietnam.
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
